• Fifth level need

• Must meet all other needs levels before

 fulfilling this level

• Potential goals and aspirations

• Third Level Need

• Needs for social relationships
 & satisfies the acceptance
 of others

• Take priority over other needs

• Highest priority level of Maslow’s Hierarchy (airway,
 breathing, circulation, etc.)

• Fourth Level Need

• Focus on outer acceptance first,
 then focus on esteem (i.e. the need
 to feel useful)

• Second level prioritization
